Skater Groups:  Skaters will be grouped according to USFS Freestyle and Moves levels or Learn-to-
Skate level passed as of January 1, 2009.  Skaters may be placed in a group based on Moves 
passed as well as Freestyle.  Note: Tests will be verified with USFS.   

Decisions on groups & characters will be final.  Once skaters have been placed in groups – there will 
be no changes.

& 
Fees*: 

• Full Show ($85): (members only) Four numbers + optional all-cast number + 
High School (if eligible)+ optional parent/child number (both parent and child must 
register) 

• General  ($65): Two numbers + optional all-cast number(AFSC members only) + 
optional parent/child number (both parent and child must register)  

• One number only ($45): Skate in one special number only. The special 
numbers are the Snow Plow Sam, High School,  parent/child (both parent and child 
must register) or Adult 

• Dance Number ($5.00):  Must have passed two or more USFS Ice Dance 
tests.  Must also register for one of the above categories 

• Costumes ($25 deposit): Costumes for skaters at basic skills level typically 
cost $25-$30/costume; higher levels and theater costumes typically cost $40-$50   
per costume.  
$25 per skater deposit required with registration, balance due on delivery. 

• Tickets:   Each family is required to purchase at least 6 tickets at the time of 
registration.  Tickets cost $8 for adults and school age children 5 and older. Tickets 
can be resold. Each registered skaters family will receive one VIP tickets.  The VIP 
ticket allows admittance into both performances.  

• A discounted ticket of $5 will be offered to Senior citizens (60 and over) and 
students (with ID) at the door 

• Sponsorships:   $50 sponsorship requirement.  Each family is asked to contact 
businesses for financial contributions.  In lieu of contacting the businesses, a skater 
may choose to make a $50.00 personal donation to the show.  All skaters will receive 
a credit equal to 10% of the amount collected from their contacts, in excess of the 
$50 requirement.

Show Solo / Feature Requirements 
(As approved by the AFSC board 2006.07.10) 

_______________________________________________________ 
 

 
To be considered for a special role in the annual ice show, a skater must comply with 
the following requirements: 
 

1. Be a member in good standing of the AFSC 
 
2. Volunteer in at least two of the following areas: 

a. AFSC committee 
b. Ice show committee 
c. Learn to skate 

i. Junior coach 
ii. Welcome table 

d. Ice monitor 
3. Contract for a minimum of 160 hours (solo or long feature) or 100 hours (duet, 

trio, or short feature) of club ice during the 12 months preceding the annual ice 
show. 

 
4. Test and/or compete at least twice during the 12 months preceding the annual 

ice show. 
 

5. Agree to accept any role for which the skater is cast. 
 

6. Submit a resume documenting that the above requirements have been met.  For 
item 3, copies of ice contracts are required.  The resume should include 
additional relevant information such as average number of hours skated per 
week.  Sample resumes will be provided.  Resumes may be subject to 
verification by ice show committee. 

 
Since figure skating requires a lot of behind the scenes support, a skater’s family may 
assist him or her in achieving some of the above responsibilities. 
 
In the event of an injury, or other unique instances, the AFSC Board of Directors may 
waive all or a part of the solo requirements.
